• Exploring the lives of street girls in Accra, Ghana

• What’s global trade got to do with street children?  

• Working with street children through drama and storytelling 

• Risk in the daily lives of street children  

• Street work – putting trustworthy adults into street children's lives 

• How to organise gap year volunteering in Africa 

• Child trafficking in Nigeria
